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Sudlersville Even Start is a family literacy program. We offer our families a child
development room for 3 and 4 year olds, adult education, and parenting education.
Our families will be actively involved in “The Flat Stanley Project” during the month
of October.

In the original book by Jeff Brown, Stanley Lambchop is squished flat by a falling
bulletin board. One of the advantages of being flat is that he can be put in a large
envelope and mailed to friends and family. In our project Flat Stanley will be used to
encourage meaningful writing activities for our families.

The children in our 3 and 4 year old children will make paper Flat Stanleys to take home
for a visit. They will complete a journal activity with parents. It will detail what the
individual family and Flat Stanley did together. OQur adult education program will also be
involved in this project. Adults will learn about Flat Stanley and then write a letter to
family and friends to encourage them to spend a few days with him, They will then send
him back. It therefoic motivates adults and children to produce their best work and they
zagerly look forward to responses.

You were chosen as a recipient of Flat Stanley because of the interest and admiration that
our students and staff have for vou. We hope vou will consider participating in the Flat
Stanley Project by making a journal entry in the enclosed form and returning it to us at
the above address. Photographs or souvenirs accompanying the returning Stanleys add to
the experience for our families.
